Which Option is Best for me?

Consider these options if you need more time to complete your
professional activities, or are leaving perianesthesia nursing. Applications

must be submitted by the end of your Recertification cycle (April 30 or
October 31) to prevent the credential from lapsing. For complete details
on recertification alternatives, please see the Recertification Handbook.

During your Recertification Cycle
(due every three years by April 30
or October 31) determine
whether you have the required
hours and number of contact
hours required to recertify.

Retirement status is designed for
current CPAN and/or CAPA nurses
in the last year of their certification
who have a current, unrestricted RN
license who have retired from
perianesthesia nursing and do not
intend to return, including those
who do not meet the eligibility
requirements to recertify their
credential(s)

Inactive status is available to
CPAN and/or CAPA certificants

who do not meet eligibility
requirements within the stated

timeframe for recertification
(practice hours or contact hours),

and do not want to forfeit their
credential. The credential

cannot be used while on inactive
status.

Designed for those who have the
required contact hours for
recertification, but are not able to
complete the application for
Recertification by the end of their
window. With a fee, this option
gives an additional 90 days for
completion of the application for
Recertification.

Alumnus status is designed for
CPAN and/or CAPA-certified
nurses who no longer meet
eligibility for active certification
(i.e. no longer working directly or
indirectly in perianesthesia
nursing), but are still in the
nursing profession in some
capacity and wish to remain
connected with their credential.
